SINGING POINTS 
Singers All! 

    Thank you for "steaming" 

back into the work last evening, 

although the only real steaming 
in the room was our breath!!  

Max has requested that the 

Cultural Center be kind enough 
to heat our room next Tuesday! 

    Seriously, it was quite 

impressive, after a brief hiatus, 
that you could jump back into 

rehearsal so efficiently and well

-paced.  I am so pleased that, 

according to plan, we worked 

t h r o u g h  t w o  c o m p l e t e 

movements of the Rutter.  Two 
more next Tuesday!! 

    Here are a few items for you 

to ponder: 

1). Please work on sufficient 

measure numbers to find your 

place at any point of the Rutter 
score - the movements are 

long, and these will be 

n ec es s ary  t o  e xp e d i te 
rehearsal. 

2). Have a pencil at all times in 

rehearsal, to assist your 
memory on pronunciation 

p o i n t s ,  b r e a t h  m a r ks , 

consonants, and other notes.  

REMEMBER, if your score is on 

loan from the VOCI library, 

make markings in pencil only, do 
not obscure print, do not use 

any highlighter.  If you're 

purchasing the score, it is 

yours to mark it as you please. 

3). Write someplace in your 

score the Latin vowel chart: 
    a = ah = father 

    e = eh = feather 

    i = ee  = lead 
    o = aw = broad 

    u = oo = food 

Vowels do not have "long" or 
"short" versions: always the 

same. Pronounce every vowel, 

except "ae" - in these cases, 

ignore the "a" and pronounce as 

"e" = "eh." 

4). I will teach consonant rules 
as they arise: most consonants 

are pronounced as in English, so

2 gal. cider 

30 cups water 
4 large tea bags ( or 8 regular 

size) 

 

spice bag: place the following in 

a doubled cheese cloth and tie: 

 4 whole cinnamon 

 sticks 

3 tsp whole allspice 

6 tsp whole cloves 

6 tsp ground nutmeg 

6 tsp ground ginger 

 

Pour the water into the urn and 

heat until urn turns off.  Then 

drop in spice bag and tea bags.  

Allow to steep ½ hour.    

 

From Joann Smith: 

 
Several people asked for the 

recipe for the wassail. The 

ingredients can easily be cut in 

half or even fourths if you don't 

need 90 cups!   Enjoy! 

 

WASSAIL  (Drink Hail!  -- Makes 
90 cups) 

 

Use a 90 cup coffee urn: 

 

1 1/3 cup lemon juice ( use the 

bottled) 

16 oz orange juice (frozen 
concentrate) 

4 cups sugar 
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 Ye Olde English Wassail Recipe 

Remove tea bags and spice 

bag.  Discard the tea bags, but 

save the spice bag.  

 

Add sugar, juices and cider.  

Stir till sugar is dissolved.  

Place spice bag on “perk bas-

ket” and perk the mixture. 

 
Cool and pour into gallons. 

(Approx 3 ½ gal.)  Can be 

served warm or cold.
